At least 80% (100% for non-residential area) of non-turf area shall consist of 
native or low water use plants.

Irrigation controllers shall be a type which does not lose programming data in 
the event the primary power source is interrupted.

All irrigation emission devices must meet the requirements set in the ANSI 
standard, ASABE/ICC 802-2014 “Landscape Irrigation Sprinkler and Emitter 
Standard.”
