Though the creekside deck overlook will extend 
over the top of bank, the foundation and support 
beams for the deck will be placed entirely outside of 
the top of bank to minimize impacts to creek habitat. 
Lighting is not planned due to its detrimental 
effect on wildlife. The exception may be at a future 
restroom, which is close to the expressway.
